The Story of South Park City
The idea was conceived in 1957 by L. Snyder
from Colorado Springs. He and other individu-
als organized the South Park Historical
Foundation that year and purchased the area of
Fairplay now called South Park City. "South
Park City” was the name of the town from
1869 to 1874 prior to the name being changed
to Fairplay by the legislature.

Historic Fairplay in 1873 is shown here from rhe
Alma hill. To the left is the town's district where South
Park City is locared today.

Since 1957, mining and historic buildings from
the county were moved to the site and added to
the seven existing historical buildings. In addi-
tion to the structures, the families of

Park County embraced the historic preservation
idea and contributed roughly 40,000 items.
Currently there are 43 buildings and structures
and over 60,000 artifacts that portray the
economic and social aspects of 1860 to 1890s
mining towns. Refurbishing of the historic
structures is ongoing.
